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Protecting your personal information is the best line of defense in the fight against health care fraud 
and abuse. Every day, consumers get ripped off by scam artists. Medicare and Medicaid lose billions 
of dollars each year. You can make a difference!  

     •Never give out your Medicare/Medicaid or Social Security Number to strangers 
     •Never sign a blank form for any reason 
     •Do not accept prizes or “free” offers in exchange for your Medicare number 
     •Avoid businesses that promise payment for items or service not usually covered by Medicare. 

Protect yourself from Medicare errors, fraud and abuse 

Detect potential errors, fraud and abuse 

Learn to detect potential errors, fraud and abuse. Even when you do everything right, there is a chance 
that you could be a target of healthcare fraud. There are a lot of ways that your personal information 
can be used without your permission  

     •Always check your Medicare Summary Notice for overcharges or services not received 
     •Check to ensure another person has not used your Medicare Card 

Report  any suspected errors, fraud and abuse 

If you suspect errors, fraud or abuse, report it immediately! You will protect other people from       
becoming victims and help to protect your Medicare benefits. 

     •Report discrepancies with your Medicare billings, services and claims 
     •Call the company or doctor first to ask them to correct the billing with Medicare
